Get Cash for College!!

There's about $120 billion in financial aid out there. And some of it could have your name on it!

You know that saying "Ask and you shall receive"? That's how financial aid works. Don't be one of the hundreds of thousands of students who don't receive financial aid just because they don't apply! 

Financial aid includes grants (free money from the government), low-interest student loans (which you pay back after graduating), and work-study (where you're set up with a job on campus). Even if your family is wealthy, you'll probably still qualify for some—because it's not just based on income. The higher your college tuition is, the better your chance of getting money. Here's how to get your hands on that cash:

THE BASICS: 
You need the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) to be considered for all aid. Here's what you need to know:

Submit your FAFSA form on the web.  Go to fafsa.ed.gov. The earliest you can submit  is January 1, and the latest is June 30. Ask your parents to file their taxes early. You need info from their tax returns to apply for federal financial aid. FAFSA requires that you have a social security number to apply.  If you do not have a social security number, there are state and private funds available.  Talk to your college.

Make your colleges' "priority deadlines" – the colleges you listed on your FAFSA. If you apply after the deadline, you could qualify for aid but not get it because the college may have run out of funds by then. (Most priority deadlines are between February 1 and March 1.)

Considering a private college? You may need to fill out the CSS/Profile form (get it at collegeboard.com). 

After you submit your FAFSA, you'll get a Student Aid Report (SAR), which lists how much your family can pay. It's also sent to your colleges, and they'll use it to determine how much financial aid to offer you. Typically your SAR for an online submission arrives in three to five days. Ask a college for more aid if you don't think you were offered enough. They often reconsider, and you just may get it!

IT'S OKAY TO ASK FOR HELP
All these forms and deadlines can be so confusing! But each college has financial aid counselors you can call, even if you're not sure you're going there. Get answers to your FAFSA questions by calling 800-4-FED-AID.

The National Youth Science Camp (NYSC) is a residential science education program that honors and challenges two graduating high school science students from each state. Scientist from across the nation presents lectures and hands-on science seminars and lingers to interact informally with student delegates. Delegates are challenged to explore new areas in the biological and physical sciences, art, and music with resident staff members. Opportunities are provided for delegates to present seminars covering their own areas of interest and research. A visit to Washington D.C. permits delegates to visit some of the nation’s premier scientific, governmental, and cultural facilities. The NYSC experiences include overnight expeditions into the Monongahela National Forest featuring backpacking, rock-climbing, caving, and mountain biking, or kayaking opportunities.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION

SAT/ACT registration packets and study guides are available in the Counselor’s office. Please come by the office before or after school or during your lunch time to request any information. You can also register online at www.collegeboard.com (SAT) and www.act.org (ACT). Also you may check with Mrs. Kiebler (Counselor’s Secretary) if you receive free or reduced lunch, you may be eligible for a fee waiver for the SAT and ACT.

Financial Aide (FAFSA)

The U.S. Department of Education, Federal Student Aid provides over $80 billion annually in financial assistance for college. To receive federal student aid, students must complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).

Students are encouraged to apply as soon as possible after January 1. There are three ways that a student can complete the FAFSA:

1. Apply online at www.fafsa.ed.gov
2. Download and complete a PDF version of the FAFSA at www.FederalStudentAid.ed.gov (Note: PDF FAFSAs must be mailed for processing).
