Grading System:

PARTICIPATION – 30%: This includes daily punctuality, having proper materials, audience etiquette, dressing out, and attitude in class.

DAILY WORK – 30%:  This includes in-class work, homework, scene work, class discussions, group collaboration and group projects.

TEST GRADES – 40%:  This includes any written or oral exam, major projects, and performances.  Criteria for grading all performances will be received by the students at the time the project/performance is assigned.  
Late policy:
